Registration: Those intending to come are requested to contact: davidjoyce@doctors.org.uk by midday Thursday 21/7/16 with Plane reg & POB. This will guarantee availability of food and also qualify the plane for the reduced landing fee of £5.00 , or free with fuel up lift. Those arriving without registration will be subject to normal landing fees (£12+) and will be at the back of the queue for food!
[bookmark: _GoBack]Arrivals: Normal Gloucestershire procedures apply as detailed on their excellent website www.gloucestershireairport.co.uk under ‘Airport Ops’  > ‘Guide to Flying’ or in Pooleys, etc. and airfield PPR is not required. Ideally listen in to ATIS when 10+ miles out to get QFE and runway in use. The usual joining method is a ‘Standard Overhead Join’ but the ever helpful Glos ATC will be prepared to offer a straight in or base leg join if the circuit is not too busy ( although it frequently is busy on a sunny Saturday!).   You should request this when first talking to Approach. If inbound planes mention “Inbound  Gloucester, Museum” when talking to the tower, they will be directed to the special parking near to the Museum. This is via a grass taxiway branching North off the Western end of runway 27.

Airspace: We naturally expect everyone to do a thorough Notam check, but unlike last year we are pleased to say that the event will not clash with RIAT, Fairford!
Fuel: Gloucester has Avgas and UL91 at extremely reasonable prices - £1.51 for Avgas; £1.49 for UL91; (with waiving of the landing fee if you take fuel)
Food: We are aiming to make this a memorable three course  lunch and the top airfield BBQ of the year! We are confident that you will feel that the cost of £5 per head is money well spent.
Museum:   The recently opened Jet Age Museum has a number of interesting items. Pilots will be particularly interested in sitting at the controls of a Vulcan bomber. Admission is free. Our aim is to support the planned enlargement of the museum and we ask you to consider donating what you save on landing fees to the museum.
Booking In/Out: There will be a desk next to the aircraft parking zone where you can book in and out and pay your fees. Please note that there is a formal booking out procedure. We will do this for you and give you appropriate ATIS info. The airfield Noise Abatement scheme will also be displayed. High Vis jackets will not be required but pilots are asked to follow any instructions from Marshals and to take great care of their passengers whilst airside.
