    London Ontario Europa Tour Guide
This brief guide is designed to give you options for those who wish to explore the City of London rather than fly out for the trips mentioned. The sights selected are in a short walking distance of each other in the downtown core and easily accessible.

The key event the weekend of July 7th to 9th is something called ‘SUNFEST’ and it will be staged at Victoria Park which is in the downtown core. Last year 250,000 visitors enjoyed this festival and if you like live music, crowds, crafts and the arts you will be very happy spending the day in the city center.

If you like farmers markets with interesting and unique foods, a trip to Covent Market, which is again in the downtown core on King Street, might be an enjoyable option for an hour or two. It is air conditioned and there is seating to enjoy the food purchases. It is about a 15 minute walk from Victoria Park.  Website  www.coventmarket.com

Though you have to prearrange a visit, a trip to the Labatt Brewery, which is in the downtown area, is very interesting and free tastings of the product are available after the tour. This brewery has a long history in London and today produces an astounding ONE BILLION BOTTLES of beer a year. You have probably enjoyed the products from this plant at some point in your life! The guides are very knowledgeable. About a 20 minute walk from Victoria Park and 5 minutes from the Covent Market. Website   londontour@labatt.com

For those with an interest in history, Eldon House, at 481 Ridout Street North and about 5 minutes west of Victoria Park is highly recommended. This historic, carefully preserved home of almost 10,000 square feet and the surrounding 13 acres of lush gardens is a jewel in the downtown core area. Continuously occupied by four generations of the same family from 1834 to 1959, then generously donated to the City of London, it is a time capsule of past lives and customs. It is undergoing some maintenance to preserve it but will be open throughout this work. Website    www.eldonhouse.ca
