         York/Elvington has what is claimed to be the biggest air museum in the country and a look at www.yorkshireairmuseum.org/plan-your-visit/   will show you the scope of it. It is a reasonably comfortable distance from Gloucester or indeed from almost anywhere in the UK inside the ‘Celtic Fringe’. 
Getting There:    I would suggest aiming to arrive at 11.30 BST to give time to see some of the museum before a lunch in the NAAFI! with time to look at further exhibits afterwards.  The flight there from Gloucester is a distance of 130nm, taking a direct route, but you will probably not want to try to talk your way through Birmingham and a route avoiding controlled airspace works out at around 150nm. I do not feel the need to suggest  route details but would happily discuss it with anyone who contacts me.
Arrangements at Elvington:   PPR is usually required but I will do a block PPR for all those who have said they are coming. There are no special briefing points given on contact for PPR – the runway is 60m wide and 2 miles long and the organisers feel most planes can be left to their own devices! The landing fee is 20 pounds, which includes entry to the museum for one pilot. Extra adults pay 10 pounds museum entrance. Avgas is available. For anyone not boasting a modern GPS it is well to be aware that there are several airfields around York, so make sure you have the right one!
